Médecins Sans Frontiéres (MSF) is an independent international medical
humanitarian organization that delivers emergency aid in more than 60 countries
to people affected by armed conflict, epidemics, natural or man-made disasters
or exclusion from healthcare. In emergencies and their aftermath, MSF
rehabilitates and runs hospitals and clinics, performs surgery, battles epidemics,
carries out vaccination campaigns, operates feeding centres for malnourished
children and offers mental health care. When needed, MSF also constructs wells,
dispenses clean drinking water, and provides shelter materials like blankets and
plastic sheeting. Through longer-term programmes, MSF treats patients with
infectious diseases such as tuberculosis, sleeping sickness and HIV/AIDS and
provides medical and psychological care to marginalized groups such as street
children. Founded by doctors and journalists in 1971, MSF is now a worldwide
movement with sections in 19 countries and an international coordination office
in Geneva, Switzerland.

Centre for the Rehabilitation of the Paralysed

Valerie Taylor is a British physiotherapist who first arrived in Bangladesh with
Voluntary Service Overseas (VSO) in 1969. She was appalled at the desperate
plight of people paralysed by spinal injury or disease and the fact that they were
often left to beg or to die. Valerie committed herself to bringing about a change
in the situation she saw. It took ten years of persistence but finally in 1979 she
opened the Centre for the Rehabilitation of the Paralysed (CRP). Originally 4
patients in a disused cement warehouse, the centre now has over 100 in-patient
beds. It has a mother and child unit; a hostel and integrated schooling for
children with cerebral palsy. In addition to the in-patient services offered by the
centre, over 15,000 out-patients are seen every year. There is also an
independent living centre for disabled women. The Centre for the Rehabilitation
of the Paralysed has developed into an internationally respected organisation. It
focuses on a holistic approach to rehabilitation, recognising that all aspects of the
process are vital for its success. Its activities include:

. Making wheelchairs and walking frames from locally available materials

. Providing vocational re-training when patients cannot return to their
previous employment

. Follow up visits after patients have returned home

. Helping to change attitudes towards disabled people

Rossway RDA Group is a member group of the national Riding for the Disabled
Association, but — as with all groups - it functions as an individual charity. The Group
do all their own fundraising and everyone working within the group is a volunteer.

The Group keeps 4 horses at Hastoe Hill Riding Stables, near Tring, and operates on
Thursday afternoons in term time, catering for 15 adults and children with physical
and/or learning disabilities. The riders are from the local area or from Stocklake Park
School in Aylesbury.

Riding provides therapy and exercise to strengthen muscles and improve balance and
co-ordination. It can boost emotional health and self-esteem and build confidence. At
the same time as learning a new skill and enjoying a sport in the great outdoors,
riders are learning about social interaction, trust and responsibility. All this - and it’s
fun!

Right now, an estimated 1.5 million children have a mum or dad in prison. The number
is huge - but so is the opportunity. Angel Tree is a ministry that reaches out to the
children of inmates and their families with the love of Christ. It seeks to transform the
lives of these families and to reconcile them to their Heavenly Father and each other.
In Matthew 18:5 Jesus said, “Whoever welcomes a little child like this in my name
welcomes me.”

Zimbabwe Crisis. 5.1 million Zimbabweans, almost half the country's population,
are in need of food. Shortages of seeds and fertilizer mean food shortages are
predicted for the next 'hunger season'. The global financial crisis and rises in food
prices have made things worse. Many families in Zimbabwe could be left with little
option but to eat the seeds they have stored for next year’s harvest. Christian Aid
hopes to support its partners to provide communities with seeds and fertilizer,
along with training to improve yields in advance of the next planting season in
November. Where acute hunger threatens, they are aiming to provide seed pro-
tection packs. With a partner they are responding to the cholera outbreak in
densely populated areas of Harare. They are distributing up to 2,000 emergency
hygiene kits, and planning to drill boreholes. The number of deaths attributable to
cholera is more than 3,400, with reported cases increasing to 69,300. For the
majority of Zimbabweans no healthcare is available. Health clinics are demanding
US dollars to treat people. Those who don't have the money must pay with 50kg
of maize - the amount needed to feed a family of four with their staple food for a
month.
