Becoming a member of the church

In Baptism, your child is baptised with water and God’s Spirit and
welcomed into membership of the body of Christ, the Church. As
parents and Godparents you will promise to help your child take their
place within the life and worship of Christ’s Church. This only happens if
you are committed to bringing your child along to church. Children are
welcome at all of our services in the Tring Team Parish.
However we also recognise that it isn’t always easy bringing young
children to church. Please remember you will be more concerned than
us if your child is making a noise. This sheet has some information about
the services on offer and some tips for parents.




Toddler Worship

Toddler Worship is a midweek afternoon service for babies to preschool
age children with a parent / grandparent / or carer. The service of songs,
stories and activities lasts about 15 minutes and is followed by
refreshments and these are over in time to pick up older brothers and
sisters from school.

Sunday Services

We have a variety of different services in our churches. More details of
the pattern of worship can be found on the back page. We try and
provide different styles of worship for different people. All Age
Worship (AAW) is especially suitable for children. It is a more informal,
and shorter service (about 45 minutes). The address should have
children in mind and instruments may be given out to Toddlers. If your
child’s baptism wasn’t in a Sunday morning service you will be invited to
the next AAW service to be welcomed into the household of faith and to
receive the baptism certificates. Most of our other services as are Holy
Communion (about 60 - 70 minutes) where you are invited to join us
to receive the blessed bread and wine or a blessing. At the 10 am
services we usually use Common Worship the modern language Church
of England service and at other services we sometimes use the Book of
Common Prayer a traditional language service (thee and thou). We also
have some evening services. Early evening often isn’t a great time for
young children with tea bath and bedtime. However, maybe it as an
opportunity for a parent (or both if you have a babysitter) to have a short
period of quiet meditation before a new week begins. The evening
services at Long Marston and Aldbury may be particularly appropriate.

Festivals

Christmas, Easter, Harvest, Mothering Sunday and Christingle, are all
important times to bring your child to church. If in doubt about what
time these services are you should be able to find details on the church
website www.tringteamparish.org.uk

FAQ

Where should I sit?

Wherever you want. At an All Age Worship Service it is often better to
sit right at the front so your child can see what is going on. In other
services you may be more comfortable in a place where your child can
move around. There are ‘Children’s corners’ in Tring and Aldbury.

Are there toilet facilities?

Yes all of our churches have toilets inside the building apart from
Puttenham where the toilets are in the hall.

Can | feed my baby in church?

Of course you can, bottle or breast. We don’t have facilities for warming
bottles though.

Can | get up? / What if my child starts wandering around?
Sometimes to calm a restless child down we naturally walk up and down,
that is fine in church too. Children are inquisitive and don’t always like
being confined to a pew. If they want to look around that is fine, but
please go with them. Remember churches aren’t playgrounds and your
child is more likely to injure themselves rather than damage the church,
so please take good care of them!

Can my child play with toys in church?

Yes, in some of our churches we have toy bags but you may find it easier
to bring your own ‘church bag’ with you. Quiet toys, a book, stickers or
some colouring are good activities. Children have an amazing ability to
absorb information and are often quite able to take in what is going on in
a service whilst doing something else.

Help, my child is screaming!

We've all been there at some point. As we said at the beginning you will
be more concerned than anyone else, but if you are uncomfortable (and
sometimes our children can make us very uncomfortable) it may be
easier to move to another room. In Tring church there is an upstairs
room at the back of church. The PA system relays the service into this
room - you can still see what is going on and hear what is going on but
you won'’t disturb anyone. In Aldbury, Long Marston and Wilstone, there
is space either in the chapter house or at the back of church. One of the
people who welcomed you when you arrived will show you where to go.
You can always come back in again.
