Word, and live in unity, and godly love. We beseech thee also
to save and defend all Christian Kings, Princes, and Governors;
and specially thy servant ELIZABETH our Queen; that under
her we may be godly and quietly governed: And grant unto her
whole Council, and to all that are put in authority under her,
that they may truly and indifferently minister justice, to the
punishment of wickedness and vice, and to the maintenance of
thy true religion, and virtue.
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Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all Bishops and Curates, that
they may both by their life and doctrine set forth thy true and
